We would also request a condition
of occupancy is put in place on the proposed property for sale - this to be that the property is not occupied until such
time until the affordable property is ready for occupation. This condition would ensure that both properties are
constructed.

*  HE095306: Northumberland County Council - Addycombe Cottages to Whitton View - footpath realignment - No
objection providing adequate drainage provision is made for the increase in ground level. Problems already exist in
the area with water seepage due to the present increase in ground level. Concerns on developer having final say on
configuration when plan passed, and request clarification on exact play area site.

* Electricity had gone off in certain parts of Rothbury last week. after works Jacob’s Ladder handrail had been
damaged. T Derbyshire (NCC) has given assurances they will rectify.

* 30 million savings to be made which will result in 1,000 redundancies.

*  Cyclepath - NCC have changed groups working on site, but did agree to preserve the stones. If pin kerbs ete. in area.
PC would wish to see them removed and stones replaced as per PC's agreement.

*  Community Forum date to be arranged.

* NCC response to issues last week - have improved communication and gave regular updates.

* Stanchions - NEDL have asked NCC for works order, but stanchions will not be put in until November due to other
works going on - agreed to contact NCC to ask if work can be carried out earlier due to lighting for Lord Armstrong
Bi-Centenary.

* Regular site meetings regarding bridge works being held. Clir Murray believed there may be flooding issues for
householders - damming arches material will be washed away in flood. NCC are speaking to Environment Agency
on how such gravel would then be removed, and bags are designed to travel down river also.
